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	summaryLocal: “Dilemmas” project is focused on the field of civic and ethical education, though one of its main objectives is, at the same time, to improve the global linguistic competence of the students and promote the use of English as a vehicle for communication among citizens of the European Union.

The project has been designed as a strategy to share and discuss values, attitudes and behaviours among High School students, mainly girls and boys from 15 to 18, from different European countries through the elaboration and resolution of practical dilemmas related to a wide range of horizontal issues regarding the main challenges we all face in the social construction of our lives.

More precisely, the topics proposed are: 

1. Comparing values and behaviours based on scientific questions: Nutrition, Genetics and Environmental Protection
2. Environmental concerns: sustainable development
3.  Different forms of discrimination and conflict (I): gender inequality and violence
4. Different forms of discrimination and conflict (II): Social minorities

The students in each school will try to find out which problems in their everyday life (school and family life, friendship and love, leisure…) are relevant for these overall topics and then elaborate them as dilemmas, propose solutions, identify the values involved in the decision-taking process and compare those of their own with alternative answers provided via the project’s weblog. Working in this way is expected to be a highly creative and motivating experience. 

After this work, students will look together for conclusions in the workshops to be held each semester in one of the partner schools. Results and other information about the workshops, including those of the assessment surveys, will be posted in the website of the project.

a) Communication in foreign / mother language: 
The first of these concerns rises from the need of improving our students’ English competence and, at the same time, those related with their mother tongue.
Developing overall linguistic competence, and specially the learning of English as first foreign language, is for us a motivation worthy in itself;  but we think that it is very important to put the stress on the fact that they are, in general, a tool for communicating thoughts and feelings and that, in the particular case of English, a very useful tool in order to ensure that possibility among citizens with a great diversity of mother languages, as it happens not just in our European common space, but also in the Global world in which we must to be aware we live. 
In short: we think that our students are going to discover that the mere possibility of teamwork in such a multicultural context requires the mastering of a shared lingua franca and that English is today the main vehicle for that. 
 
b) Social and civic competences:
The proposed topics, the contents, are not considered to be just a pretext for the goal of improving linguistic competence. 
As a matter of fact, “Dilemmas” is a project born from two different main concerns, the second one giving contents to the first one in a similar way as it does work the interaction of Foreign Language and specific topics in CLIL approaches.  We think that education in values and for an active citizenship is nowadays one of the main challenges that we face in our schools and that working on that issues in a European context, sharing and discussing values, beliefs and behaviours among students and teachers (as expressed in our project’s title) from four different countries will be an effective and highly motivating way of improving social and civic competence. 

c) Digital competence:
“Dilemmas”Project development strongly relies upon the use of advanced and interactive ICT tools (web 2.0 - weblog, web page editor, movie maker/ editor, and so on)  which will be used both within classes and in the educational projects/partnerships;

d) Cultural awareness and expression:
One of our main goals is that of contrasting each one values and beliefs in a context wider than the most familiar one. Focusing on such a context, which will involve students and teachers from four regions with quite different historical and cultural backgrounds (Denmark, Germany, Romania and Spain) , is important in order to encourage the participants to learn more about different European countries, but also to discover what they can possibly share and, last but not least, to increase respect and tolerance for differences. Differences that, by the way, can also be discovered inside the own community: we do not expect to prove that students and teachers in each country think and behave, as a whole, in a particular and different way in each case, but rather to show that the diversity of points of view crosses in several ways our common space.

e) Lerning to learn
The strategy that we have chosen to develop the project focuses on the elaboration and resolution of practical dilemmas in both the mother languages and English. This strategy is designed in order to cover a wide range of horizontal issues. Besides the relevance of the topics to deal with, it offers an effective way to find out prejudices, clichés and stereotypes often unconsciously (and therefore uncritically) involved in our expressed opinions, decisions or behaviours. To provide an opportunity for a critical reflection over them seems to be one of the main tasks in the construction of a shared European citizenship, but it also encourages reflective and critical thought as an essential tool for longlife learning.
We also think that this strategy is a very creative and motivating one and, also, that it offers a lot of possibilities for an effective improvement of student’s competence by themselves.

Achieving significant improvements of these competences is a need strongly felt by each school in this Comenius Partnership project.




	objectives: Objectives:
a) To improve oral and written competence both in mother language and English and to acquire confidence in the use of English as a useful tool to communicate and work together with people in all European countries.
b) To increase people awareness of belonging to the European space of citizenship based on understanding and respect for human rights and democracy, and encouraging tolerance and respect for other people and cultures.
c) To promote intercultural education and to strengthen its contribution to social integration, active citizenship, intercultural dialogue, gender equality and personal fulfilment.

In a first stage, teachers in each School should work with the selected group of students in order to elaborate a number of dilemmas of their interest. Then, they will propose discussion of a choice of final English versions to the other partners, in the projects weblog and in the workshops to be held each semester in one of the partner schools.

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	europeanAddedValue: Implementing a Comenius partnership has in itself a European added value. “Dilemmas” is going to create links among four schools that will permit many students and staff members to communicate in several ways, including personal meetings in each country that are so important to enhance the overall knowledge about different European educational systems. 
We expect to facilitate exchange of effective teaching methodologies, encouraging the collaboration and the exchange of ideas, practices and teaching strategies between the teachers from each school and their European colleagues. 

Using English as a vehicle language to allow communication among people with four different mother languages as Danish, German, Romanian and Spanish, will have a positive effect in increasing the awareness of the possibilities of cooperation between European citizens, and not only in the educational field: we hope that our students (and the teachers too) are going to develop a more self-confident attitude towards their own chances of having success in that field in the future, both in their academic or professional lives.

On the other hand, the focus of the project on social and civic competence has a great relevance too. While discussing practical dilemmas with students in other countries, our pupils will gradually increase their awareness of belonging to a shared citizenship frame, which includes significant differences (and therefore the need of attitudes of respect and tolerance), but also includes integrated standards concerning essential values and human rights. 

We think that this project will effectively contribute to education against racism and xenophobia, forming a positive attitude, active and open to oneself and to others, removing prejudices and stereotypes.

	impact: The project will enhance the overall cultural competences of students and staff. Using dilemmas as the starting-point of courses increases their relevancy and appeal to young people of today. Ethical dilemmas are cross-curricular in their scope, and the same dilemma can be approached from the various angles of different subjects. 

The impact that this strategy is expected to have may be summarized as follows:

- Students will improve their social and civic competences, their awareness and acceptance of different cultures and civilisations in Europe. They will form a positive attitude towards cultural diversity and will reject the discriminatory behaviour towards other people from different ethnic or religious communities.  

- The students and teachers who take part in the mobilities can directly experience the school life in different countries and they will become more familiar with other cultures, values, different educational systems. They can also share impressions with their colleagues in the home countries.

- The language competence of the students and teachers will be improved, using English as communication tool and four different mother languages (Danish, German, Romanian and Spanish) in their projects activities.

- Students and teachers will get used to work with modern technologies and the latest methods of communication.

- Students will acquire the skills and the personal abilities required for employability and active European citizenship. 
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	distributionOfTasks: All partners will hold an initial meeting in Munich (October, 2010) to settle down a detailed Programme for the Project and to design an scheme for the surveys that will follow each workshop meeting.
Each school will be responsible for the organisation of one of these meetings, following the schedule in the Work Programme.
Each school will be also responsible for working the topic corresponding to each semester before the workshops meeting. 
All schools are, in the same way, responsible for encouraging the students to post dilemmas and comments in the Project’s weblog (which is going to be coordinated by the staff of Colegiul Tehnic “Henri Coanda”) of and for involving them in the elaboration of the magazine on-line to be linked to the Project’s website and of the multilingual dictionary “The Code of European Values”.
As coordinator of the project, IES “La Madraza” will have the role of webmaster, though all partners are committed to provide materials for all products linked to the Project’s website and to collaborate in their edition.
The DVD edition with the recordings made during the workshops will be also coordinated by the Spanish team.
The coordinator will be also responsible for processing the data submitted by all partners in each term survey.
Finally, all partners will hold an assessment meeting in Granada (June, 2012) in order to evaluate the whole Project’s results.

	cooperationAndCommunication: The coordinators in every partner school will sustain regular contacts via e-mail from the beginning of the project, as they are doing during the application stage. 

The scheduled initial teacher’s meeting has to ensure the coordination of the partners all along the Project’s development.
Once the weblog is started (January, 2011) students and teachers will begin to post their comments on it, an activity that will continue during the following months until the Project’s ending.

Groups of students and teachers from each partner school will meet four times along the Project’s development. These workshop meetings (lasting 2-3 days) will provide good opportunities for communication and interaction and will serve as a feed back tool to encourage cooperative job in the Project.

The website will be updated every 4-6 months, from April 2011 onwards, assuming the role of a magazine on line with information about all the activities and hosting the projected multilingual dictionary (“The Code of European Values”). 

We are also considering the idea of videoconferencing as a special “Kick-off” event at the very beginning of the Project, after the first teachers’ meeting. In such an event would participate people from the wider educational community (parents, colleagues…)

	participantsInvolvement: The Project will focus mainly on pupils involvement. 

For all partners, the integration of students in the mobilities scheme is a key feature of the project, though it is also important the involvement of a wider number in local activities.

A second key feature in the project is that the students in each school will try to find out by themselves which problems in their everyday life (school and family life, friendship and love, leisure…) are relevant for the overall topics proposed.   Working in this way, from bottom to top,  is expected to be a highly creative and motivating experience and, therefore, a very effective one too. 

In short, the students will be involved in: 

- Doing researches on the topics of the project;
- Working out dilemmas and solutions for each topic;
- Participating in preparation of the project meetings;
- Participating in the project meetings;
- Presenting results of their work;
- Helping to maintain and providing materials for the website and the magazine on line;
- Building up the platform for "The Code of European Values";
- Participating in the  surveys at each stage of the project.
	integrationIntoOngoing: As our project will focus mainly on pupils’ involvement, local activities in all partner schools will be well integrated into the ongoing curricula. 

English Departments are going to be actively involved in every stage of the project’s development; but, given the wide range of horizontal issues covered by the topics, activities will also imply Philosophy, Social Sciences, Natural Sciences and Civics Departments or teachers in each school.
It is also important to state that the project’s development requires an intensive support from the ICT specialists in each school, in order to ensure the operation of the website and the weblog. 

In IES “La Madraza”, the development of each topic is going to be coordinated by the Philosophy Department, with the collaboration of English, Natural Sciences, Social Sciences and ICT teachers. The student’s work will take place during the ordinary lessons of these subjects and in some special sessions to prepare the workshop meetings and to maintain the website and the weblog activity.

In Liceul Tehnic “Henri Coanda” project’s activities will be integrated in optional courses about active European citizenship and democracy.

Theresien-Gymnasium states that the project clearly meets the demands of the curriculum for grammar schools in Bavaria. Students are supposed to analyse their behaviour in their everyday life and learn about the experiences of people from other cultural backgrounds. The single topics proposed in this project stand in the context of the curriculum for the classes 9-12. The project will therefore enhance the students’ competences as demanded by the curriculum in various subjects such as ethics / religious education, physics, biology, chemistry, geography, computer sciences as well as of course English. 

For Gefion Gymnasium, as they are starting a new school where cooperation and tolerance among the student body are of utmost importance, social and civic competences are part of an ongoing effort. At Gefion, teaching is organised in teams centred around 3 core subjects, where the dilemmas will be able to connect the curriculums, insuring a sense of commitment and relevancy for the students. We plan to involve one class of 30 students with 3-6 teachers. 
The school will have electronic “blackboards” and will use the Internet for registering of attendance, handing in written work, exchange of documents and communication, so digital competence is an important part of our ongoing activities at Gefion. 



	evaluation: The evaluation of the results of the project will be done regularly among teachers and students in the form of surveys following each workshops meeting. All the students and the staff involved in the meetings will participate in the surveys and the results will be published in the website.

During the working process, if a particular topic turns out not to be fruitful, partners will discuss changes via e-mail.

 Others indicators will be the number of visitors on the website; the number of virtual interactions among students through the weblog; and the number of words included in The Code of European Values.

A final teacher’s meeting is going to be hold in Granada (June, 2012) in order to analyse the overall results. The conclusions of this assessment meeting will be published in the website too, as well as in the paper magazine to be issued in July 2012.

The main issues in this final evaluation will deal with the amount and quality of the dilemmas an solutions produced in each topic's discussion, with the improvement of the linguistic competences of the students, as well as with the quality of the final products.

	dissemination: Every school in the Partnership expects to reach a high level of visibility of  the Comenius activities inside their institutions. We also plan to involve local or regional media in the dissemination of the results.

Products as the website with its magazine on line and “The Code of European Values”, the weblog,  that could keep on working after the Project’s ending, paper magazine “La Madraza” special issue and DVD edition, are expected to become a quality source of educational contents to be used in the future not only by the schools involved in the Partnership, but also by other schools at local, regional and international level. 

For IES “La Madraza” the results of the project are quite important as a source of contents in English to be used later by the students of our bilingual section who will reach the 4º ESO level in 2012. We also intend to give specific diffusion to our work in meetings and workshops related with bilingual education at local and regional level.

At Theresien-Gymnasium we have an open doors-day every year and the Comenius-group is going to present the project on that day with their own exhibition.  We have got a yearbook in which results and details about the work process will be published, too. Also local newspapers are going to be informed about the activities.

At Gefion Gymnasium we plan to participate in a project with other 9 secondary schools about the use of Information Technology at the national level. We hope that this and the Comenius project combined will have a synergetic effect. 
Each A-level course, consisting of the 3 core subjects has an international profile. It is our aim that each course has as least one international partnership. 
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
